INTRODUCTION

The Joseph Rowntree Foundation funds a programme of research and development directed to fields of housing, social care and social policy.  By entering into a contractual agreement with those engaged in the programme, the Foundation's intention is to clarify the obligations on both sides in order to ensure that worthwhile results emerge from projects and that the resources of the Foundation are spent in the most productive way.

This Agreement specifies minimum requirements.  However, the Foundation's expectations are always higher than these.  It takes a close interest in the progress of each project it supports;  its continuing involvement is never intended to be one of interference but of concern to ensure that the project has access to the best available advice and support.  In this way, a creative and fruitful relationship can emerge which may, in some cases, involve modification or elaboration of the original proposal in order to obtain results of most value in achieving the Foundation's objective of `searching out the causes of weakness and social evil'.

The Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with English Law and the parties agree to submit to the exclusive jurisdiction of the English Courts.

Neither party shall be under any liability to the other for any breach of any term of this Agreement or any failure or delay in performance under this Agreement arising as a result of any cause beyond its reasonable control, including but not limited to any act of God, fire, flood, earthquake, storm, epidemic, or drought.

6
OBLIGATIONS OF THE FOUNDATION

The Foundation agrees:

6.1
To reimburse the Organisation for the costs incurred in carrying out the Project in accordance with the approved budget set out at Schedule 3, subject to the right of withholding funds set out in Clause 8.

6.2
To meet the increased costs of salary awards during the period of the Agreement which arise from nationally negotiated agreements, or are based on such agreements.

6.3
To reimburse the Organisation for the cost of meetings of Advisory Groups which may be set up by the Foundation in accordance with Clause 11 of the Agreement.

6.4
Unless the Foundation has indicated otherwise, to allow the Organisation to re-allocate up to 5% or £1000 if higher, of the sum in any heading in the approved budget to a different heading so long as the total budget is not increased and the scope and outputs of the Project are not affected.

6.5
To consider requests from the Organisation for changes to the Project, including changes to the budget not covered under Clause 6.2 or Clause 6.4.

6.6
To make all payments due to the Organisation under this Agreement within 28 days of the date of receipt of each claim.

7
OBLIGATIONS OF THE ORGANISATION

The Organisation agrees:

7.1

To use all reasonable endeavours to carry out the Project in accordance with the Proposal and to complete it as set out in Clause 7.

7.2

To use all reasonable endeavours to ensure that those working on the project are familiar with and abide by appropriate ethical guidelines. A copy of the Ethical Guidelines issued by the Social Research Association has already been sent to you. Where particular ethical considerations arise from research proposals to satisfy itself that appropriate consents have been obtained before the research begins.

7.3

Where individuals are named in the Proposal as having agreed expressly, or by implication, to participate in the Project, to use all reasonable endeavours to ensure they work on the Project, in the capacity specified, throughout the Project's duration.

7.4

Where the Proposal states that some person of a particular grade, eg a Research Fellow, will devote a certain period of time to the Project, to ensure that the work is carried out by a person of that grade or above for at least that period.

7.5

To make no material changes to the levels of project staffing or named personnel or to the specified time any of them shall be required to devote to the project without the prior approval of the Foundation, such approval not to be unreasonably refused or delayed.

7.6

To report to the project's liaison person at the Foundation, as soon as it shall become reasonably known, any material change which might affect the cost or the date of completion of the project, including any additional funding from sources not disclosed at the time of application.

7.7

To submit a revised budget in the same format as Schedule 3 which incorporates changes to the approved budget arising from nationally agreed salary awards.

7.8

To submit claims to the Foundation in the same format as Schedule 3 for reimbursement of costs incurred on the Project:  such claims to be made at intervals of not less than 3 months.

7.9

To provide information promptly in response to any reasonable request made by the Foundation concerning the Project.

7.10

To submit interim and final reports at the intervals and in the form specified in Schedule 2.

7.11

To submit a copy of any press release about the Project to the Foundation's Head of Media Relations at the draft stage.

7.12

At least three months prior to the Project's end, to finalise the content and form of the outputs specified in Schedule 2 with the Project's liaison person at the Foundation.

7.13

To use all reasonable endeavours to ensure that the outputs from the research are properly evaluated by peer review, or otherwise, and that appropriate care is taken to disseminate the results of the work in an appropriate way. 

7.14

To co-operate with an external editor if the Foundation believes that this would improve the quality of the project's output.

7.15

In all publications arising from the Project to give full acknowledgement to the Foundation, such acknowledgement to be in the standard format.

7.16

To send two copies of any book or report arising from the Project to the Foundation's Librarian.

8
WITHHOLDING OF FUNDS

It is agreed the Foundation may withhold funds if the Organisation has unreasonably failed, after due warning, to produce an agreed output as specified in Schedule 2.  In these circumstances all or part of the next instalment of funds will be withheld until such time as the agreed output has been received.  The final payment will not be made until the agreed minimum outputs have been received.

TERMINATION OF AGREEMENT

9.1
In the event that either party shall commit any breach of or default in any of the terms or conditions of this Agreement, and also shall fail to remedy such a default or breach within ninety (90) days after the receipt of written notice thereof from the other party, the party giving notice may, at its option and in addition to any other remedies which it may have at law or in equity, terminate this Agreement by sending notice of termination in writing to the other party, and such termination shall be effective as of the date of receipt of such notice of termination.

9.2
Termination of this Agreement by either party for any reason shall not affect the rights and obligations of the parties accrued prior to the effective date of termination of this Agreement including the assignment in clause 10.1, the licence in clause 10.2 and the warranties in clause 10.8 which shall continue in force unaffected.

COPYRIGHT

10.1
The Organisation hereby assigns without payment to the Foundation the entire copyright in the Summary Findings referred to in clause 5 and all other rights of a like nature in and to the Summary Findings throughout the world for the full legal term of copyright and all renewals and extensions there.

10.2
The Organisation hereby grants to the Foundation the exclusive right and royalty-free licence to reproduce, communicate and make available to the public, distribute and adapt the Project Report (or its equivalent) as referred to in clause 5 in printed, electronic or any other medium in all languages throughout the world for the full legal term of copyright, and further to authorise third parties to do the same.  The right to adapt the Project Report includes those activities concerned with editing, translating into languages other than English, converting to electronic formats, abridging and otherwise amending for the purposes of dissemination to as large an audience as possible. Editing by the Foundation of each report manuscript is meticulous but aims to maintain the writer’s true representation of the research results.

10.3
The copyright and all other intellectual rights in all Materials other than the Summary Findings shall remain with the Organisation or, where the Organisation does not own the copyright, the owner of the copyright in the Materials.  

10.4
The Foundation encourages the widest possible dissemination by the Organisation of Materials in addition to the Minimum Outputs such as, but not limited to, audio-visual material, journal articles, conference papers or books.  

10.5
Any arrangement for publication by the Foundation of other such Project outputs shall be subject to a non-exclusive grant of licence, the terms of which shall be mutually agreed between the Foundation and the Organisation.

10.6
The Organisation agrees not to publish, or authorise others to publish, any other outputs or Materials generated from the Project (including, but not limited to, conference papers) funded by the Foundation without the consent of the Foundation until the Foundation or an authorised third party has first published the Minimum Outputs as defined in clause 5.  Such permission would not be unreasonably withheld.
10.7
Upon publication and in order to encourage the widest possible dissemination of the Minimum Outputs, the Foundation grants the Organisation the right to deposit the Summary Findings and the Project Report in the Organisation’s authorised open access institutional repository by providing the appropriate links to their locations on the Foundation’s website.

10.8
In accordance with Section 9(2)(d) of the Copyright, Designs and Patents Act 1988, copyright in the typographical arrangement of the published editions of the Minimum Outputs shall be owned by the Foundation and/or any authorised third party.

10.8.1
The Foundation agrees that the following copyright notice shall appear on all copies of the published editions of the Project Report:  © «Grantee_Organization_Name».

The Organisation warrants to the Foundation that:

10.9.1
Where the Materials have been created as part of the Project they are the original works of their author(s) and the copyright of the Organisation and contain nothing defamatory or libellous;

10.9.2
Where the copyright and/or other intellectual property rights in the Materials are not owned by the Organisation, the Organisation has all necessary consents and licences to use and to authorise the Foundation to use the Materials for the purposes contemplated by this Agreement;

10.9.3
Use of the Materials by the Foundation or by any third party with the consent of the Foundation will not infringe the copyright or other intellectual property rights of any third party.

ADVISORY GROUPS

The Foundation may appoint an Advisory Group to the Project after prior discussion with the Organisation.  The first meeting should be within a reasonable time after the start of the project and be agreed with the Foundation.

12
CHANGES TO THE PROJECT

Any application to vary the Project by, for example, changing the nature of the work or the staffing levels, or extending the period of the Project, shall be made in writing to the Director of Policy and Research. The Foundation agrees not to unreasonably withhold or delay agreement to such changes. Any letters agreeing such variation shall constitute an amendment to this Agreement.
